Only pre-packaged food items 
will be permitted to be sold. No 
preparation of food products is 
allowed. Products must be room 
temperature stable. Products 
must be purchased from an 
approved source. Products must 
be in manufacturer packaging 
with complete ingredient labels. 
All products must be within the 
manufacture sell by/use by dates. 
Products must be displayed and 
stored in a manner that prevents 
contamination. All food items for 
sale at the event must be listed 
and pre-approved by the Village 
Health Officer. You may contact 
Sue Krauser at 630-823-5609 or 
via email at skrauser@hpil.org if 
you would like to prepare food 
and sell in a separate food tent.
 
 
 

Application for Food vendors 
(sales only) must be submitted 
by August 30, 2019 and 
requires a Certificate of 
Insurance.

Certificate of Insurance must be 
attached to your application 
with the following information:

• �The Special Event: Village of 
Hanover Park and Hanover 
Park C.O.N.E.C.T Local 
Business Expo must be named 
in the Certificate of Insurance 
and include the date of the 
event (09/28/2019).

• �Additional Named Insured:  
The Metropolitan Water 
Reclamation District as Lessor, 
its Commissioners, officers, 
agents and employees are 
named as additional insured 
for liability rising out of the 
Corks and Crafts program.

• �Commercial General Liability: 
$1,000,000 per occurrence 
and $2,000,000 in the 
aggregate.
